LAWYER/DEFENSE: name tag, (male) neck tie, (female) long scarf
LAWYER/PROSECUTOR: name tag, (male) neck tie, (female) long scarf
WITNESS #1 — Meany Moe: name tag
WITNESS #2 - Officer Fife: name tag, badge, police hat
WITNESS #3 - Michael Jones: name tag
COURT REPORTER: old steno machine or lap top, name tag
11 through 22:
JURORS: JUROR name tags
JURY FOREPERSON: (included in 12) bell or buzzer, pencil and verdict
form (included in materials)
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EXTRA ROLES

23. SKETCH ARTIST: paper, pencil and name tag

24.  JOURNALIST from NEWSPAPER: notebook, pencil and name tag
25. CAMERA PERSON from TV station: camera, name tag

26.  Mrs. Smith: name tag, hat
